Singapore 2010 (June) is a new international event for the performing arts industry incorporating both a ground-breaking conference and an international trade-fair to be held at Resorts World Singapore. It will bring together leading performing artists, practitioners, managers, producers, agents and executives of the live performing arts and entertainment industries in three days of intensive and inspiring meetings, break-out sessions and discussions panels and breath-taking live performances. 

· The Singapore Fusion Festival (2011) was launched by MDA during the Cannes International Film Festival. This concept runs the gamut of the entire motion picture value chain – exhibition, distribution, technology, financing, sales, marketing, screenings and awards, with its differentiating focus on 3D. 
· Singapore’s definitive fashion initiative Asia Fashion Exchange (AFX) was launched this April, showcasing events such as Blueprint, Asia Fashion Summit, Audi Fashion Festival, and a fashion design competition to identify promising local and regional talent. 
· Singapore International Water Week (SIWW) (28 June to 2 July) is the global platform that brings policymakers, industry leaders, experts and practitioners together to address challenges, showcase technologies, discover opportunities and celebrate achievements in the water world. 
· Singapore will be hosting the inaugural Youth Olympic Games (YOG) (August). The Singapore 2010 Youth Olympic Games will receive some 5,000 athletes and officials from the 205 National Olympic Committees (NOCs), along with estimated 1200 media representatives, 20,000 local and international volunteers, and more than 370,000 spectators. 

· Singapore International Energy Week 2010 (SIEW) (27 October – 4 November)  is jointly organized by Energy Market Authority and the Energy Studies Institute as a platform for a prominent line up of conferences, exhibitions and networking sessions, including Carbon Forum Asia, Clean Energy Expo Asia and POWER-GEN Asia 2010.
· ITB Asia (October), a B2B travel trade show for the Asian outbound market, will bring international and Asian travel industry professionals closer to buyers and sellers in the growing Asian travel market.
· UFI, the Global Association of the Exhibition Industry, will be hosting the 77th UFI Congress at the Marina Bay Sands (November). This global event brings together industry leaders and strategic thinkers in the global exhibition industry to share their professional views on the course of the industry, exchange ideas and network with one another via a series of activities planned for the three-day session.
