Annex 3 – Key Examples of New Tourism Developments and Leisure Offerings 

1. Marina Bay Sands (MBS) Integrated Resort: A centrepiece in Singapore’s downtown Marina Bay, Marina Bay Sands is expected to enhance Singapore’s position as a leading destination for business events. The integrated resort will combine 120,000 square metres of world-class convention and exhibition facilities, a luxury hotel, an iconic ArtScience Museum, state-of-the-art theatres, entertainment, gaming and a variety of shopping and dining outlets in one landmark location.
2. Resorts World Sentosa (RWS) Integrated Resort: At RWS, MICE and renowned leisure and entertainment offerings converge, creating myriad options and venues for business events, corporate retreats and themed parties. RWS will also be home to Southeast Asia’s first Universal Studios theme park offering 24 attractions, of which 18 are original or adapted for Singapore. 
3.  International Cruise Terminal: Opening in 2011, the International Cruise Terminal will be one of the biggest in Asia, able to host the world's largest Oasis-class cruise ships. The International Cruise Terminal ensures greater efficiency and accessibility for passengers to disembark and depart from the terminal all within 30 minutes. 

4. The River Safari: Located at the Mandai area, the S$140 million river safari theme park will be launched in 2011. A first in Asia, visitors can take a boat ride that will enable them to get up close with wildlife. 
5. Orchard Road: Known as one of the world’s premier shopping streets, Orchard Road continues to re-invent itself with new retail developments, malls and luxury shopping destinations including ION Orchard, 313@Somerset and Knightsbridge. 
6. Formula One Singapore Grand Prix: The first FORMULA ONE (F1) Singapore Grand Prix was the first fully lit street race to be held at night and captured more than 110,000 fans in 2008. An exotic addition to the championship and possibly one of the most dramatic and atmospheric races on the F1 calendar, the 2010 race is taking place from 24–26 September. The unique proposition of the FORMULA ONE Singapore Grand Prix – as the world’s only FORMULA ONE night race – will continue to appeal to FORMULA ONE fans. Singapore’s event offers a complete race experience where spectators can enjoy both exciting race and entertainment experiences up close. The race experience will be further enhanced with new tourism products coming onstream in 2010, such as the integrated resorts.
7. Gardens by the Bay: Scheduled for phase I completion in 2011, key features and activities at these gardens include two conservatories for cool climate plants, mass floral displays showcasing horticulture and floriculture at its best, areas for garden festivals, open spaces for concerts and performances, water-based activities, beachfront gardens.
